 does the Billy Elliot producer, Stephen Daldry credit for the improvement in the lives of the characters?

for the characters’ opportunity to hope? 
Who is responsible for making the lives of the characters better?
E.g of thesis:

Stephen Daldry, Billy Elliot Producer, credits the character Sarah Wilkinson with improving the life of the character Billy, and through him, of improving the lives of his father and the community as a whole.  

What idea (hopes, despair, belief in a class system) is responsible for making the character’s lives better? 
What event or activity (I.e. Billy auditioning for / getting into ballet school) is responsible for making character’s lives better?
Directional sentence 
A directional sentence outlines the three points that the body paragraphs will address (tell the audience specifically what you will be talking about in your essay.)
Eg. Sarah Wilkinson improves the life of (1)Billy Elliot by showing him that his dream of dancing is possible; (2)she improves the life of Jack Elliot by showing him that his son has talent and (2) she improves the lives of the community because she gives them a reason to hope.   
Sample BP1
Sarah Wilkinson improves the life of Billy Elliot by telling him that his dream of dance is possible.(Example 1- Beginning) In the beginning of the movie Sarah Wilkinson is busy teaching a Ballet class in the gym where Billy is trying to learn boxing. She notices his interest in her class when she sees that he is mimicking the girl’s ballet moves. She then invites him to join her class.   (Explanation1 – Beginning) Mrs. Wilkinson improves his life by making him feel welcome and included when before her invitation, he was feel badly and not enjoying life because the boys and his coach had been making fun of his poor boxing skill. (Example 2 - middle) In the middle of the movie, Mrs. Wilkinson suggested to Billy that he is good enough to go to the national Ballet school if he practices. (Explanation 2 – middle)…

Potential THEMES in Billy Elliot 

A person’s dreams can positively impact the future of others.
Money isn’t the only thing you need to make your dreams come true.
An individual’s aspirations have the potential to change their community.

You can learn maturity from a person younger than you. 
OR 
Physical age has nothing to do with personal maturity.

OR 

Gender stereotypes can get in the way of a person’s ability to fulfill their dreams 
Through hard work anyone can achieve their dreams.

Hope and imagination are the best ways for people to escape the dark places (financial, emotional, relational) of their lives.
