Choose one central character from The Picture of Dorian Gray (Dorian, Lord Henry, Basil Hallward) or Hamlet (Hamlet, Gertrude, Claudius, Polonius, Ophelia) or your Literature Circle book.

1) Journal Responses

Answer 3 questions from the list provided from the point of view of your chosen character. Synthesize various elements of the narrative (the story) through the perspective of your character. Eg. Think about how certain events or choices impact them? Use specific quotes from the beginning, middle and end of each text to justify / support each of your answers to the three questions and to get a rich and thoughtful response. Each written journal response must be one page in length integrating 3-5 quotes from the beginning middle and end (throughout) of the text.
If your character dies by the end then this may be a ghostly reflection. They say hind sight is 20 / 20

2) Oral Performance

You will then take those responses and turn them into a 5 -10 min. monologue to be presented in front of the class. The monologue should not simply be a regurgitation of your journals but rather the journals should serve as a way to get you thinking about your character’s personality and choices on a deeper level. What choices have they made? Why? What did it cost or gain them? Students watching are responsible for generating questions based on your monologue. You will choose 3 questions from the audience to answer at the end of your presentation in character.   The additional questions will test your comprehension of the narrative.  Monologues will be 5 -10 minutes in length you will lose marks if you are over or under that timing so practice at home. .  If you miss your monologue time, you will receive a final mark of 0 on the oral portion of your culminating activity (unless a medical note is received).
