Agree or disagree with one of the following questions:
1.  In the book The Body the author, Steven King says that “sometimes the most important things are the hardest things to say.” Do you agree with the author that the most important things are often the hardest to talk about? (Think about some of the things they talk about and pick examples from the beginning, middle and end of the book).

2. The movie Stand By Me and the book The Body were both about the same story, but, the movie leaves out a lot of the content that is in the book. Do you think that movie producers did the right amount of editing when they made the movie? Or, did they make too many cuts to the story when they made the movie? (Consider audience, story and overall appeal.)

3. The story The Body is what is called a Bildungsroman, which is a fancy term for a story about growing up. Do you think that the characters do grow up (focus on one character) over the course of the story? (Think about the ways they change and how they show maturity as the story progresses.)
