Group Story

With your group you will write a children’s story following the guidelines below for your finished piece. 

Your story must include:

1. 250 -750 words (length is dependant on the intended audience of your story)

2. a clear beginning, middle, and end structure to the plot.

3. most of the components from the story starter that your group chose and they should be put together into a fluid storyline (i.e. they should not be dropped in randomly.)

4. 1 specific genre type

5. 1 specific hero type 

6. 1 specific setting including imaginative detail
7. 1 didactic element (moral or practical lesson) 

8. age appropriate language

9. some inclusion of the concept of hope
10. the integration of something fearful to children that must be avoided/overcome/learnt (this may double as the problem and or didactic element)

Your group will be given one collective mark for the story portion of this project out of: 30 which is broken down as follows… 
· 10 potential marks for the components above

· 5 potential marks for spelling and grammar and punctuation 

· 10 points potential marks for ingenuity/ creativity and originality of the story 
· 5 peer evaluation marks  given by members of the group for your effort and contribution
* everyone must contribute ideas, time and effort to this project. 
When you have completed the story you will be explaining to the class, in your group: where your story started, how it changed and evolved and then you will be sharing your finished product with the class for a communication mark out of 10.
