WLC Oral presentation

Your presentation must take between 10 – 15 minutes 

By now you should have:

a.) Read your WLC text… Specifically you should at this point be done or a couple pages from done reading the novel.
We will now have two periods in class to research the bibliographical / Literary critical information on the author you have selected. You are however expected to do more research in your own time for homework over the next 3 days. 

As you research you should start compiling research information for your MLA styled Works Cited list of sources to be submitted with your reflection journal the day after you present. 
When developing your presentation use this criteria checklist:
Content
· Do include basic details about the life of the author you have studied and connect those details to the author’s influences, literary choices, genre, subject matter, and style. E.g. If you are presenting on a female writer who wrote during a time of patriarchal dominance in literature (i.e. when it was unseemly for women to be writing) make sure you highlight her nom de plume and whether it was a male or female name and why she would have used it. Or as another example, if the author wrote descriptively in the horror genre, highlight links to his/ her life for content: e.g. the fact that they were the only one of their 10 siblings to have survived a cholera or TB epidemic. 
· Do give details about the content, genre, and the work as mirror of a certain historical or social time period and relevant norms but don’t give the climax or twist away.   (Don’t be a spoiler). 

· Do give us a clear understanding of what the term Western Literary canon means to you in the context of your own reading and your chosen text. 

· Do include information about why you think the work you read was included on the Western Literary Canon (or if it wasn’t why it should or shouldn’t be included) and if possible find out when your text started to be read widely and considered a piece of reputable literary art.
· Do tell us whether you think the work belongs on the WLC or not (give evidence from your text).
